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NYS Environmental Facilities Corp. Awards Additional 

 $3 Million in Interest-Free Financing to Village of Dansville 

for Wastewater Treatment Plant Improvements

$2 Million Grant and $13.9 Million in Interest-Free Financing Will 

Significantly Lower Borrowing Costs for Vital Infrastructure Project  

 
The Environmental Facilities Corp. (EFC) today approved a $3.1 million cost-increase 

to finance the costs associated with the construction of a bio-solids composting system to 

treat waste sludge solids at the Village of Dansville’s wastewater treatment plant.  

 

The village was also approved for a $2 million grant, along with $10.8 million in 

interest-free loans in 2013 for a series of improvements at the treatment facility to ensure 

operational efficiency and compliance with state environmental regulations.  

 

“EFC is proud to have been able to assist the Village of Dansville in securing this 

additional $3 million in interest-free financing,” said Matthew J. Driscoll, EFC’s President 

and CEO. “Under the leadership of Governor Cuomo, EFC remains committed to working 

with municipalities like the Village of Dansville to finance their critical water pollution 

projects at the lowest possible cost.” 

 

Current project improvements include the construction of an SBR system for biological 

treatment, new preliminary treatment systems, new aerobic digesters, new solids 

dewatering facilities, and the refurbishment and reuse of various existing structures and 

treatment systems. 

 

Construction of a bio-solids composting system was anticipated in the design of the on-

going plant upgrade but was not included in the initial wastewater plant improvements. 

Following the bidding and award of the plant upgrade contracts, Dansville decided to 

proceed with construction of this composting system on the plant site.  

 

Following the addition of bulking material and aeration within the process building, the 

bio-solids system will produce an estimated 1430 cubic yards (38,600 cubic feet) of 

finished compost per year, which will be utilized by local government and village 

residents. 

 

Work on the project began in March of 2013. 
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Funding for the Dansville project will come from New York’s Clean Water State 

Revolving Fund (CWSRF), which is jointly administered by EFC and the New York State 

Department of Environmental Conservation (DEC).  

 

 EFC can offer Dansville additional savings in 2016 when the village can apply for a 

CWSRF long-term interest-free financing, refinancing the short-term loan approved today.
