The Clean Watersheds Needs Survey is a cooperative effort between Federal, State and State Stateholders.  The CWNS is required per Section 516 of the Clean Water Act (CWA) and is conducted every four years by the States and USEPA.  The purpose of the CWNS is to assess costs for needed Point Source and Non-Point Source (NPS) water pollution abatement or protection projects.  

Eligible Participants:

· All municipalities,
· Local Health Departments, Soil and Water Conservation Districts and Municipal Planning Departments,
· State and Federal Agencies,
· Not-for-Profit organization with water quality issues,
· Engineering firms, technical assistance organizations and professional organizations,

· Private/non-municipal NPS and National Estuary Projects (such as Septic Systems, private stormwater management projects, agriculture, etc.).

Schedule:

· Needs and cost documentation should be submitted to the New York State Environmental Facilities Corporation (NYSEFC) at 625 Broadway – 7th Floor, Albany, New York 12207-2997
· : No later than February 1, 2008 to be reported to the Governor.  

· New York State Wastewater Needs Survey for the USEPA 2008 CWNS should be submitted no later than June 30, 2008.

· CWNS State Coordinator will provide assistance upon request.

Attachment 1
USEPA Criteria for Eligibility
· A description of the water quality impairment and information on the potential source. The problem description must include specific pollutant source information. A general statement about water quality impairment does not meet this criterion.

· The location of the problem, included as a latitude/longitude point or, in the case of an NPS project, as a polygon delineating the project location and/or the beneficial receiving waters.  If you need help EFC will work with you to determine the location.
· One or more specific pollution control measures or Best Management Practices (BMPs) used to address the problem.

· The capital cost to implement each pollution control measure or BMP. General estimates for the problem area are not permitted; only site-specific data are acceptable to generate the costs.
· The source of the costs (e.g., an engineer’s estimate, facility plan, cost of comparable practices, estimates from equipment suppliers) for each solution and the date the work is estimated to take place.

· If a PS need is greater than $20 million, the documentation date has to be after 12/31/01 for all other PS needs, the documentation date has to be after 12/31/97. For NPS needs the cutoff dates are January 1, 1998 for needs greater than $20 million and January 1, 1994 for needs less than $20 million.
